It is a major
component of growth because in India, birth rates have always been higher than the
death rates.

The main cause of
the rate of growth of the Indian population has been the rapid decline in the death rate.
Migration:
Migration is the movement of people across regions and territories.
Migration can be internal (within the country) or international (between countries). ( any

The following factors contribute to the uneven distribution of India’s population:

Land relief: Population is low in areas with mountains and rough relief: The population
density is favoured by flat and rich soil.

The population is concentrated in areas with greater industrial growth since there are
more jobs available.

In summer, the mercury occasionally touches 50°C in some parts of the Rajasthan
desert, whereas it may be around 20°C in Pahalgam in Jammu and Kashmir.

In winters temperature at Drass in Jammu and Kashmir may be as low as minus 45°C
while Thiruvananthapuram may have a temperature of 22°C.

Precipitation —

Precipitation is mostly in the form of snowfall in the upper parts of Himalayas, it rains
over the rest of the country.

The annual precipitation varies from over 400 cm in Meghalaya to less than 10 cm in
Ladakh and western Rajasthan.

Most parts of the country receive rainfall from June to September.

But some parts like the Tamil Nadu coast gets a large portion of its rain during October
and November.

¢ Due to the apparent movement of of the Sun, the global heat belt shifts northwards.

e From March to May, it is hot weather season in India .

e The influence of the shifting of the heat belt can be clearly seen from temperature
recording taken during March-May at different latitudes.

e The summer months experience, rising temperature and falling air pressure in the
northern part of the country .

e Striking feature of the hot weather season are Loo, Kaal Baisakhi and Mango
Showers.

e Small businessmen, the self-employed and retailers suffered as their businesses
got ruined. (Any 5)

OR
a. “Having acquired power, Hitler set out to dismantle the structures of
democratic rule”. Highlight the events that led to the destruction.

e Ans. On 30 January 1933, President Hindenburg offered the Chancellorship, the
highest position in the cabinet of ministers, to Hitler.

e By now the Nazis had managed to rally the conservatives to their cause.

e Having acquired power, Hitler set out to dismantle the structures of democratic
rule.

e A mysterious fire that broke out in the German Parliament building in February
facilitated his move.

e The Fire Decree of 28 February 1933 indefinitely suspended civic rights like
freedom of speech, press and assembly that had been guaranteed by the Weimar
constitution.

e Then he turned on his archenemies, the Communists, most of whom were
hurriedly packed off to the newly established concentration camps.

e On 3 March 1933, the famous Enabling Act was passed. This Act established
dictatorship in Germany. It gave Hitler all powers to sideline Parliament and rule
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by decree. All political parties and trade unions were banned except for the Nazi
Party and its affiliates. The state established complete control over the economy,
media, army and judiciary. (Any 3)

e Ans. In foreign policy also Hitler acquired quick successes.

e He pulled out of the League of Nations in 1933, reoccupied the Rhineland in
1936, and integrated Austria and Germany in 1938 under the slogan, One people,
One empire, and One leader.

e He then went on to wrest German speaking Sudentenland from Czechoslovakia,
and gobbled up the entire country.

Government should regulate the ownership of land and industry to
reduce socio-economic inequalities.

e SECULAR: - Citizens have complete freedom to follow any religion. But there
is no official religion. Government treats all religious beliefs and practices with
equal respect.

e DEMOCRATIC: - A form of government where people enjoy equal political
rights, elect their rulers and hold them accountable. The government is run
according to some basic rules.

e REPUBLIC:- The head of the state is an elected person and not a hereditary
position

e Justice, Equality, Liberty and Fraternity. (Any 3)

e Ans. There were a number of causes for the widespread poverty in India. One
historical reason is the low level of economic development under the British
colonial administration.

e With the spread of irrigation and the Green revolution, many job opportunities
were created in the agriculture sector. But the effects were limited to some parts
of India. The industries, both in the public and the private sector, did provide
some jobs.




e Another feature of high poverty rates has been the huge income inequalities. One
of the major reasons for this is the unequal distribution of land and other
resources.

e Lack of land resources has been one of the major causes of poverty in India,
proper implementation of policy could have improved the life of millions of rural
poor.

e Many other socio-cultural and economic factors also are responsible for poverty.
In order to fulfil social obligations and observe religious ceremonies, people in
India, including the very poor, spend a lot of money.(Any 3)

b. Describe the current Anti-poverty strategy of the government based on two 2
planks.

e The current anti-poverty strategy of the government is based broadly on two
planks (1) promotion of economic growth (2) targeted anti-poverty programmes.

OR
a.Distinguish between Social exclusion and Vulnerability. 2

e Ans. According to this concept, poverty must be seen in terms of the poor having
to live only in a poor surrounding with other poor people, excluded from
enjoying social equality of better-off people in better surroundings.

e Social exclusion can be Vulnerability to poverty is a measure, which describes
the greater probability of certain communities (say, members of a backward
caste) or individuals (such as a widow or a physically handicapped person) of
becoming, or remaining, poor in the coming years.

e Vulnerability is determined by the options available to different communities for
finding an alternative living in terms of assets, education, and health and job
opportunities.

e Further, it is analysed on the basis of the greater risks these groups face at the
time of natural disasters (earthquakes, tsunami), terrorism etc. (Any 2)

b. Discuss any three government programmes for poverty alleviation. 3

e Ans. Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005 aims to
provide 100 days of wage employment to every household to ensure livelihood
security in rural areas. It also aimed at sustainable development to address the
cause of draught, deforestation and soil erosion. One-third of the proposed jobs
have been reserved for women.

e Prime Minister Rozgar Yozana (PMRY) is another scheme which was started in
1993. The aim of the programme is to create self-employment opportunities for
educated unemployed youth in rural areas and small towns. They are helped in
setting up small business and industries.

e Rural Employment Generation Programme (REGP) was launched in 1995. The
aim of the programme is to create self-employment opportunities in rural areas
and small towns. A target for creating 25 lakh new jobs has been set for the
programme under the Tenth Five Year plan.

e Swarnajayanti Gram Swarozgar Yojana (SGSY) was launched in 1999. The
programme aims at bringing the assisted poor families above the poverty line by
organising them into self-help groups through a mix of bank credit and
government subsidy.

e Under the Pradhan Mantri Gramodaya Yozana (PMGY) launched in 2000,
additional central assistance is given to states for basic services such as primary
health, primary education, rural shelter, rural drinking water and rural
electrification. (Any 3)
