On September 2™ 2024, Mr. HN Suresh Kumar, former Deputy Director of the Mechanical Systems Area at
UR Rao Satellite Centre (URSC), ISRO, delivered an inspirational speech in our school.

With a career spanning 35 years, Mr. Suresh Kumar shared insights into the Chandrayaan-3 mission,
focusing on its technical and operational aspects. As Deputy Project Director for the Mechanisms
sub-system, he led the development of 26 mission-critical mechanisms, including the High Gain Antenna,
Lander Leg, Rover Ramp, Solar Array Deployment, and the Rover Mobility System.

He highlighted the challenges of designing technology for the harsh lunar environment and detailed the
engineering solutions that ensured the mission's success. The session ended with an engaging Q&A, where
participants explored Chandrayaan-3 and ISRO's future projects.
