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                                Honouring Hemu Kalani

Hemu Kalani was a courageous young freedom fighter who became a symbol of
fearless patriotism during India’s struggle for independence. 
Born in Sindh in 1923, he was deeply inspired by the nationalist movement from a very
young age. In 1942, during the Quit India Movement, he attempted to disrupt a train
carrying British troops and weapons by trying to remove the railway tracks. He was
arrested before he could complete the act and was later sentenced to death. Despite
being offered mercy in exchange for revealing the names of those who accompanied
him, he refused to betray his companions. He was executed on 21st January 1943 at
just nineteen years of age, leaving behind a legacy of bravery, sacrifice, and
unwavering love for his nation.

On the 21  of January 2026, our school hosted a special assembly in honour of Hemu
Kalani. It started with a brief introduction about the significance of the day, followed by
the students giving speeches on Hemu Kalani’s life. The speeches were inspiring and
meaningful, and even though the tribute was simple and concise, it carried a powerful
message. The students listened attentively as they were reminded of the strength and
courage shown by someone not much older than themselves. The assembly
concluded with a moment of silence to pay respect to all the martyrs who sacrificed
their lives for India’s freedom.

Busting Myths with Science 
Superstitions or myths are beliefs followed without
scientific proof and are often passed down through
generations, becoming part of everyday habits. However,
science encourages us to question such beliefs and look
for logical explanations. On National Science Day, Grade
8 students explored some common myths. Through
discussions and research, they discovered that many
widely believed myths have simple scientific
explanations.
Myth : People should not go outside during a lunar
eclipse. Many believe that the rays during an eclipse are
harmful. 
 In reality, a lunar eclipse occurs when the Earth comes
between the Sun and the Moon, casting a shadow on the
Moon. It is a natural astronomical event and completely
safe to observe.
Myth : cutting nails at night brings bad luck. This
superstition likely started in earlier times when there was
no electricity. 
 Actually, people used lamps or candles, and cutting nails
in dim light could lead to injuries. Today, with proper
lighting, there is no danger in cutting nails at night.
Myth : sleeping with the head facing north is harmful.
 Scientifically, this belief is sometimes linked to the Earth’s
magnetic field and how the body aligns with it, though
there is no strong evidence that it causes serious harm.
Myth : The sight of a black cat crossing one’s path is also
considered unlucky in some cultures. 
 However, a cat crossing the road has no connection to
good or bad luck it is simply an animal moving from one
place to another.
Myth : Similarly, people are often advised not to sleep
under trees at night. 
 Its scientific reasoning is that at night, plants release
carbon dioxide instead of oxygen, and in poorly
ventilated areas this may cause discomfort.
Through this activity, the students learned that
questioning myths and understanding science help us
develop logical thinking and make informed decisions.

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The Death of Nuance: How Fast Communication Is Reshaping a Generation Children of this

interminable generation communicate in large social webs, forming complex relations at

immense scales that the chronologically gifted ones could only hope to experience. The pace

at which current communication occurs amounts to some interesting results, to say the least.

Complex ideas are condensed into smaller words or phrases often humorous to hear (‘67’,

‘Rizz’). The simplification of grammar occurs to a great extent. Mistakes (typos) in spelling and

wrong grammar are tolerated — all in the name of speed. We learn what we continually use—

which means as the usage of speedy typos increase, we tend to use it even when such

velocity is unnecessary. Compression techniques are often sought , (consciously or not), such

as the overusage of acronyms and phrases that sound  absurd at face value (‘67’, ‘rizz’)  yet

somehow pass as normal phrases. What on earth is the point of these scathing words used—

you may question yourselves. I intend to relate this to the ever-changing (or de-evolving)

writing styles of humans. The English language especially is heading towards a glorious

derailment (from what change has been observed from writings of this era). A major source of

such writing could obviously be sourced from creative writing in educational examinations

conducted in schools where expression is guided just enough to remain “acceptable”.

Changes observed include a drastic reduction in complex grammar and nuance as if depth

were an unnecessary complication. This may partly be true due to environmental dabbling,

where the endless content produces short phrases and simple grammar to prevent the

wandering away of the user’s attention measured in milliseconds nowadays. Gone are the

days of endless mind-consuming speculations and day-dreaming, born from boredom where

creative thought usually springs from. The point of literary nuance is being lost to time, and

verbal ornamentation is being deemed useless unconsciously. Many are now satisfied with

the blandest of word soups and the sloppiest of artificial writings. Of course, all the above

observations might be another one of those pessimistic writings that spring about during any

change in any ‘norm’ for every generation (wrongly or correctly) claims the next one is

doomed. Comparison and criticism of it shall and must always exist and have existed ever

since humans moved on from stone tools. To conclude, be wary of new changes, scrutinizing

their implications all while being flexible and unbiased to new changes.

What begins as a simple hobby can sometimes turn into something much bigger. For Pratap Chandra,
music started as experiments in his room and slowly grew into a full-time profession. Today, at 24, he
runs his own audio production studio. In this conversation, he shares his journey, lessons, and advice for
young dreamers.

Jiya : Good morning, sir. Thank you so much for taking the time to speak with me today. It’s truly
inspiring to interview a young entrepreneur like yourself. To begin, could you please introduce yourself?
Pratap : Good morning! It’s my pleasure. I’m Pratap Chandra, a 24-year-old entrepreneur from
Bangalore and the co-founder of Virtual Tapes Production, an audio and music production studio that I
started in 2023 with my partner, Paul Daniel.

Jiya :  That’s amazing. Could you tell us a bit about your educational background and how it influenced
your career choice?
Pratap : Sure. I completed my schooling at Sindhi High School, Hebbal in 2020. Later, I pursued a BSc in
Audio Engineering, where I graduated as a first-rank holder and gold medalist. My passion for music
and sound really shaped my career path. I always believed that learning is more important than
earning, and that mindset helped me take risks and explore opportunities.

Jiya : When did your interest in music and audio production begin?
Pratap : It started quite early. Back in 2017, I used to make music covers in my room and post them on
Instagram. That was my first step into the world of music. By 2019, I was recording original music at Alive
Studio, which gave me real exposure to professional work.

Jiya : Your journey seems very dynamic. Could you walk us through your professional experiences
before starting your venture?
Pratap : Definitely. In 2021, I interned at RSG Studio, where I taught piano to 
students from Europe and the USA. At the same time, I worked as a music producer at Alive 

Studio and also handled stage technician roles for live shows. That year was quite exciting—I even won
a Battle of the Bands competition. In 2022, I worked as a studio engineer at Seamedu, and in 2023, I
gained further experience at Open Road Studios and Harmonic Nation Studio before starting my own
company.

Jiya : That’s an impressive journey. What inspired you to start Virtual Tapes Production?
Pratap : I’ve always wanted to create something of my own. After gaining enough experience and
confidence, I felt ready to take the leap. The idea was to build a space driven by creativity, curiosity, and
storytelling through sound. That’s how Virtual Tapes Production was born, with the tagline “Amplify Your
Dreams.”

Jiya : What advice would you give to students and aspiring entrepreneurs?
Pratap : First, research and keep learning. Don’t approach situations emotionally—be logical and
practical. Real-world exposure makes a huge difference. Also, balance creativity with the commercial
aspect of your work. And most importantly, keep expanding your skills.
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Jiya : Lastly, how would you describe your personal approach to life and work?
Pratap : I follow a “say yes first, figure it out later” mindset. It helps me step out of my comfort zone and
grow. I also try to stay approachable and maintain good relationships with people—it makes the journey
more enjoyable.

Your journey is truly inspiring and offers valuable lessons for young
entrepreneurs like us.
